It has been a busy half term for Personal Development. It started with a reminder to students, either in an
assembly, or via a video, of what their Personal Development journey will look like this year. These videos
were also shown in the parent information sessions held in October. Personal Development at AGS is
very much a curriculum; it is planned and sequenced so that students can leave here fully Ready for Life.
We reminded students that school isn’t just about exam grades; it is also about trying new things, going
out of your comfort zone to challenge yourself, and being part of a community working together to
support each other.

As the videos showed, our Personal Development curriculum is delivered in a number of different ways,
and covers our 8 different strands of the curriculum. 

Personal Development Spotlight 
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I am writing this spotlight on Personal Development straight
after our Student hustings assembly this morning. Year 7 and 8
students gave speeches in front of their peers explaining why
they felt they should be selected. As the candidates gave their
speeches, students listened attentively and respectively, and
then voted. As I watched students eagerly fill out their ballot
paper, I was able to reflect on how far our Personal
Development curriculum has developed over the last couple of
years, and how at the heart of it is very much a focus on
students taking responsibility for their own development, with
the support and backing of the school community.

Our House system is now in its second full year. Inclusivity and community are at the centre of our
House system, and students had their first House assemblies of the year at the end of September. This
was a chance to welcome new joiners to their House, and to introduce the student leadership teams
(known as SALT). Houses were also reminded of the charities they had each chosen to support this year.
This half term, Willow is raising money for their charity, Oxfam. There is a non school uniform day on
Friday and students will be selling home made cakes at lunchtime. Tomorrow, Alder House is leading a
local community litter pick. Our House system isn’t just about competitions and earning House points; it
also strives to give students the opportunities to work together and be DHBs. 



Our extra curricular programme got up and running very quickly. There are over 60 clubs to choose from this half term.
We are in the process of adding more as part of our offering at Sixth Form is for student leadership opportunities. We
will shortly be sharing a list of new clubs which will be run by year 12 students. Clubs are a great way to learn new
skills, to be curious, and to help with well being. We encourage all students to try at least one club a week. In the sixth
form we have our Societies programme, led by Mr Gill. These offer great opportunities for students to find out about
different careers, and discuss and debate. Law Soc are currently organising an in school event with a Lawyer, and
MedSoc are organising a trip to the Medical Museum in Worcester.

Another favourite part of my job is walking around school on a Friday morning when all nearly 1300 students take part
in our Life Programme. There is such a buzz as you walk round the school site. Over the last few weeks I have seen year
7 students enthusiastically take part in their reading challenge, designed to instill and encourage a real love of reading
for pleasure, year 8 and 9 students complete activities to practice and develop their oracy skills, year 10 students learn
about the importance of budgeting, and year 11 students getting chance to focus on the importance of physical
wellbeing ( a timely reminder with their mocks fast approaching). In the Sixth Form, our Life Programme covers PSHE
topics in year 12, and students have started the year focussing on mental health and independent study skills. The year
13 programme focuses on Life skills; this ranges from learning how to hem a pair of trousers, to important first aid
skills, to how to repair a puncture and know how to check the oil levels in your car, to practising cooking a healthy meal
on a budget, to sign language, to name just a few. 

The delivery of our Personal Development programme really is a whole school effort, including teachers and support
staff; it would not be possible without their creativity, enthusiasm and commitment. As it says in our Personal
Development vision statement on our website, we are all   hugely ambitious with our goals to build opportunities for
Personal Development. Every member of our school community is fully committed to ensuring we do all we can to
ensure that, when they leave us, every student is ready to achieve their full potential, with a desire to give back to
society, and with a strong foundation to live fulfilled lives.

  SPOTLIGHT
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It has already been a busy school year for trips. As I write this, year 11 Geography students are on a coach travelling to
North Wales. We have had netballers in years 8-10 go on an annual trip to Condover Hall. Our year 13 students
completed their Gold D of E assessed expedition (and thankfully the weather was relatively kind). Year 8 students have
also been out on a local walk round the local area to develop their fieldwork skills. Next half term we have students
travelling to New York and London, going to a rugby match, getting the chance to hear from expert speakers in their
subject areas, and (my favourite event of the year), singing carols together as part of our year 7 carol concert at a local
church. At KS3 we have a focus on an inclusive offering for trips, and we have just launched our KS3 trips pledge with
year 7.  All year 8 students have been able to sign up for a languages trip later this year. Year 9 students will shortly be
getting details about their residential to Newquay, which I know is often a highlight of students’ time here.



This month, students have been celebrating their oracy journey – building confidence, practising
speaking and listening skills, and discovering the power of their voice! Through fun and
interactive assemblies, they’ve explored the four C’s of oracy – context, confidence, cognitive
and clarity – and earned DOUBLE house points for having a go and showing courage in
communication.

Our Year 12 students have also reflected on their own progress, completing a self-assessment
task to set personal goals for developing their oracy skills even further. Meanwhile, Year 7 and 8
students have been focusing on physical oracy through the LIFE programme, learning how body
language, posture and expression can help them communicate more effectively.

You can support your child’s oracy development at home by:

Encouraging them to explain their ideas or opinions in full sentences.

Watching a documentary or debate as a family and talking about different perspectives.

Celebrating effort – not just confidence – when they speak up or listen thoughtfully.

Together, we can help every student find their voice and use it with confidence and clarity!
